The 29th Annual Veritas Awards, South Africa’s premier wine and brandy competition,
attracted 1 491 medal contenders this year. The seven most keenly contested categories
in terms of entries received, are: Red Blends (217), Sauvignon Blanc (159), Shiraz (149),
Cabernet Sauvignon (129), Chenin Blanc (126), Chardonnay (100) and Pinotage (98). A
total of 20 brandies were entered in three categories: Standard, Potstill and Vintage. In
total, 1 411 medals were awarded — 76 double gold, 198 gold, 219 silver outstanding, 596
silver and 322 bronze.

To be in line with_.most
international competitions, our points scoring system has
been adjusted to score Double Gold 93 - 100 points;
Gold 90 - 92; Silver 80 - 89; and Bronze 75 - 79.
However, Veritas decided to split the Silver class into
two: Silver 80 - 85 and Silver Outstanding 86 - 89. This
year’s results will reflect the change and a Silver
Outstanding bottle sticker will be available too. Veritas
believes that this new approach will add value for both

the participant and the wine.
